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The groundwork for this year’s fund raising activities was complete rather late this year in March with solicitation letters mailed to previous sponsors and some new potential sponsors in late March.  

I am very disheartened to report to the Board that this year’s fund raising has been dismal, perhaps reflecting the nation’s economy.  As of this reporting, a total of only around $10,000 has been received from five corporate and not-for-profit sponsors, including one new academic sponsor to the Society.  Last minute emails were sent to the previous sponsors, and it remains to be seen whether this last minute effort would bear fruit.

Following the recommendations from the Development Committee in 2007, the solicitation letter was modified this year to raise the highest recommended sponsorship to $10,000 and raise other recommendations accordingly.  As part of this change, sponsors were allowed a certain number of complimentary memberships and registrations for the annual meeting (See the attachment.)   It does appear no sponsor has requested the complimentary membership and registration for the annual meeting.

This year’s experience seems to amplify the importance of personal touch in raising funds for the Society, the lessons of which should not be lost in the future.
