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1.  Members

The SCT Membership Committee currently has 9 official members; 5 are statisticians, 1is an IT specialist, 1is a research coordinator, and 2 are clinicians.  Six members are from academia, 2 from non-profit organizations, and 1 from industry.  Although a bit heavily balanced towards statisticians and academia, there is representation of all major SCT membership constituencies on the Committee, except government (one member recently moved from government to academia).  In addition, the SCT’s representative from Fernley and Fernley is invited to participate on all Committee conference calls.  A list of Committee members and their contact information is appended to this report.
2. Meetings
The Committee met in person on May 17, 2007 during the Annual SCT Meeting in Montreal as well as by conference call on July 12 and September 12.  Another in-person meeting in conjunction with the St Louis meeting is being scheduled; one of the goals of this meeting will be to agree on a call schedule for the remainder of 2008.
3.  Accomplishments during the past year
A major focus of the membership committee this past year was the design and conduct of a membership survey that was completed with the assistance of Fernley and Fernley in October 2007.  The response rate was about 37%; this is quite good for a survey of this type.  Results of the survey were presented at the Strategic Planning Meeting in Philadelphia on October 30, 2007, and are briefly summarized in the Spring 2008 issue of the SCT Newsletter.  
The Committee has had much discussion regarding the best way to market the Society and increase membership.  These have included a proposal to develop marketing materials and a target database for marketing efforts with the help of Fernley and Fernley.  The committee has been divided on whether this would be a worthwhile effort or just incur cost for very low yield.  The only consensus has been that a marketing effort directed to K12 and T32 program directors/awardees and members of the CTSA would be worthwhile.  The membership survey confirmed the Committee’s impression that colleagues are by far the primary means by which current members learned about the Society; however, this could reflect the lack of other specific member recruitment efforts.  In general, the committee is of the opinion that membership recruitment and retention would best be served by better advertising of current services that are highly rated by members (the journal and annual meeting), and by implementing new services in which there is high interest (web-based seminars & special workshops not in conjunction with the annual meeting) and offering a discount for members for these services.
4.  Future goals
Future goals that have been identified by the Committee include:
· Identify additional questions of interest that could be addressed using the survey data and conduct additional analysis of data

· Survey former members to identify reasons for membership discontinuation

· Marketing effort directed towards K12, T32, and CTSA 
· Develop a plan for transition of membership database and services from current Baltimore office to Fernley & Fernley
